The court also refused to grant him benefit of
probation and sentenced him for one year
imprisonment observing, "now a days offences
against women are day by day increasing.
Women are not safe inside the house as well as
outside the house." Hence punishment to one
accused is a lesson to others who are going to
commit similar kind of offences. " The said
offence is in respect of modesty of women, hence
benefit of probation of Offenders Act cannot be
granted," the magistrate noted.

At the same time, the court, ironically, held the
woman accountable, for assaulting the man. The
lawyer for the woman, Prashant Pawar had
contended that the woman assaulted the man as
he molested her and her act fell in the category of
private defence. The court rejected his arguments
saying it was an emotional appeal.

While convicting the woman the court said, "No
doubt (the) emotional argument is appreciable, but
law does not permit (@anyone) to take law in one's
hand. "If as per the defence of the accused, one
presumed that the (man) molested her then she
has the remedy to lodge complaint to the police
station...... No one is permitted to take law in one's
hand. Therefore, it cannot be said that the act of
accused come under private defence." The court
however also accepted that the act was done on
the spur of the moment out of anger and showed
leniency in awarding punishment. The woman was
hence asked only to pay a fine of Rs 1000.

CID hands over...

“This is shameful. Despite the Calcutta high
court setting a 4.15 deadline, Shajahan Sheikh
was handed over more than two hours after the
time set. This only proves that the TMC
government has the least regard for the
judiciary,” Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) MLA
Shankar Ghosh said.

The political slugfest started after the state
government moved the Supreme Court on
Tuesday challenging the order of the High Court.
The CID on Tuesday refused to transfer custody
of the accused, saying that the matter was with
the Supreme Court.

Three FIRs: Meanwhile, the CBI on Wednesday
lodged three fresh FIRs in connection with the
attack on ED officials, two against Shahjahan
Sheikh and one against Shankhar Adhya.

On January 5, when ED officials went to raid
Shahjahan Sheikh's house at Sandeshkhali in
connection with the multi-crore ration
distribution scam, they were mobbed by
supporters of the accused, who was
subsequently absconding for more than 50 days.
Trinamool Congress minister Firhad Hakim on
Wednesday contended that the central agencies
are “biased”. “Why can't the state police
investigate the matter? The central agencies are
not Gods. Why is the investigation of the stolen
Nobel prize of Rabindranath Tagore still
pending?” Hakim asked.

The BJP however, expressed happiness at
Shahjahan being handed over and said that the
“truth” will come out soon.

Storm will be felt...

"His assistant has taken note of everything. We
are happy that the Prime Minister has heard of
our problems though our Chief Minister didn‘t
bother about us,” she said.

Earlier in the day, the buses in which the women
of Sandeshkhali were coming to Kolkata to reach
the rally venue were stopped near gate number
1 of the airport and at the Biswa Bangla Gate in
New Town for ‘security protocol’. The TMC has no
“respect” for women, Modi said at the ‘Nari Shakti
Vandan Abhinandan’ programme in Barasat.
“Bengal has seen women like Ma Sarada, Rani
Rashmoni, Preetilata Wadekar, and Matanginin
Hazra. Now, it is unfortunate that it has to see
incidents such as Sandeshkhali and atrocities on
women. Through appeasement and ‘tolabaazi’
TMC cannot empower women. The central
government had announced capital punishment
for rape,” he said. Modi also said that the
National Democratic Alliance (NDA) will get more
than 400 seats in the forthcoming Lok Sabha
elections. “Ei baar NDA sarkar 400 par (this time
the NDA government will cross 400 seats)”, he
said at the rally.

The PM took potshots at the INDIA bloc and
asserted that the NDA will return to power.
“Leaders in the INDI alliance have gone crazy.
They are spending sleepless nights as they have
understood that NDA is returning again,” Modi
contended. “They have started abusing Modi
saying that he doesn't have a family. Had they
come to this rally they would have seen that my
mothers and my sisters who are attending this
programme comprise ‘Modi ka parivar’. When |
had nothing and went away from my house not
a single day | had starved. | am repaying those
debts by standing by the side of the poor and
women,” he said.

Madras HC pulls up...

“Just like dengue, mosquitoes, malaria, or
coronavirus need to be eradicated, we have to
eradicate Sanatana,” he had said leading to
widespread outrage.

Office bearers of right wing organisation Hindu
Munnani then filed three writ petitions before
the High Court taking objection to Stalin's
remarks. They sought issuance of a writ of quo
warranto seeking explanation from Stalin,
Sekarbabu and A Raja under what authority
were they were continuing to hold public offices
despite having participated in a conference
calling for the annihilation of Sanatana Dharma.
Senior Counsel P Wilson, who appeared for
Stalin, had told the Court that the writ was not
maintainable because Stalin had not breached
his oath of office. Wilson had further said that
Stalin had merely called for eradication of some
problematic principles of the Sanatana dharma,
particularly the ‘Varnashrama dharma’ that
pertains to duties performed according to the
system of the four varnas or class and caste-
based division.

The Court had then asked Stalin what the basis
was of his comments and whether he had done
any research on Varnashrama and Sanatan
Dharma before making such comments.

In its order today, the Court said that in equating
“Sanatan dharma to HIV, Dengue, and Malaria,”
Stalin had acted against constitutional principles.
While such conduct makes a politician liable to
disqualification, the Court could not issue a writ
of quo warranto as prayed for in the petition in
the absence of any action taken against Stalin
and the others, the Court said. It disposed of the
petition.

“Though there maybe ideological differences
between leaders of different political parties, any
statements made should be constructive and not
destructive of any faith,” the Court underscored.

By implication, President Biden is the popular
candidate or so the Democrat campaign managers
would have us believe. With his ratings remaining low,
primarily on account of his reluctance to rein in Israel
over the still ongoing Gaza offensive, Biden
desperately needs a bump up with the voters.

Ask a cross section of the American voters and the
answer from a good number of them, both
Republicans and Democrats, as also voters with no
particular political affiliation, would be that neither
candidate can be termed popular.

For many voters, the 2024 presidential election
appears to be one of limited options. One that is going
to be fought by two elderly candidates who have had
one term each in the White House. The world would
be keen, nay curious to know what either of them
would bring to the table the second time.

Maldives not to renew...

“This will allow Maldives to conduct the underwater
surveys of the country by ourselves. We will then
acquire all insights of our underwater features and
prepare charts, they will be drawn by us,” the president
was quoted as saying by Edition.mv, a news portal on
Tuesday. Maldives' former administration, led by then
President Ibrahim Mohamed Solih, had signed an
agreement with the Indian government to conduct
hydrographic surveys of Maldives' underwater features.
“We decided not to renew the agreement entered into
with the Indian government to scan and acquire all
insights into our underwater bodies. All these
underwater details are our property, our heritage,”
Muizzu said and claimed the Maldives earlier needed
to purchase all such maps and survey data from India.
This is the first time that Muizzu has publicly
commented about the hydrographic survey plans of his
government. His government has earlier announced
that it reviewing more than 100 agreements signed
with India by the previous regimes. The most recent
hydrographic survey carried out in collaboration with
India’s Hydrography Office was launched in January
2021 as part of the agreement signed by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi in 2019 during his visit to Maldives.
Two days earlier, Muizzu, while visiting yet another
atoll on Saturday said, his government has vowed to
begin work on and establish a 24X7 monitoring
system of the Maldivian waters in March.

Speaking with the locals of Raa Meedhoo, the
President highlighted that the area of sea is twice as
large as the entire land mass of the Maldives and
noted that the Maldives “has not been in control of its
Exclusive Economic Zone despite its significantly large
area.” "Although the EEZ is part of our territory, we did
not have the capacity to monitor the area. God willing,
our work (to monitor the Maldivian waters) will
commence in March. We will establish a 24X7
monitoring system during this month,” Sun.mv, a news
portal reported, quoting the President.

The Maldives Coastguard currently seeks regular
assistance from the militaries of neighbouring countries,
and carries out some of the special patrolling operations
with foreign allies, the news portal said. Meanwhile
more details emerged on the defence understading
Maldives entered with China. The Maldives will get free
“non-lethal” military equipment and training from
China's military under a newly inked agreement with
Beijing, President Mohamed Muizzu has said.

No tiger safaris in Corbett...

The Court also ordered the constitution of a committee
to restore the damages and quantify costs of restoration.
“Ministry of Environment and Forests (MoEF) shall
constitute a committee of representative of NTCA, MoEF
CEC officer not below rank of Joint Secretary and wildlife
authority. They shall recommend measures to restore the
damages and quantify costs of restoration. Identify
officers who are liable and the cost shall be recovered
from them. Cost to be exclusively used for restoration of
damage,” the Court further directed.

It also requested ex-Director General of Forests & Special
Secretary Chander Prakash Goyal and IFS officers Anup
Malik and Samir Sinha to give their suggestions for more
effective management of tiger reserves in India.

The verdict came in a case regarding permissions for the
planned Pakhro Tiger Safari Park at the Jim Corbett
National Park in Uttarakhand. The bench had in January
told the National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA)
that its plan to have a tiger safari on the lines of a zoo
within the national park cannot be allowed. It called for
an approach that is ‘animal-centric’, rather than ‘tourism-
centric’, referring to NCTA guidelines providing for tiger
safaris only in buffer and fringe areas of such reserves.
The case arose out of a petition filed by environment
activist and advocate Gaurav Bansal, challenging the
Uttarakhand government's proposal in this regard.

As per the State's affidavit, Uttarakhand is home to 560
tigers with 260 at the Corbett Tiger Reserve that is
spread across 1,288 sqkm. The tiger safari proposed at
Pakhrau was on a land of 106 hectares, which is about
0.082 per cent of the total area at the national park, and
0.22 per cent of the buffer area of the tiger reserve.

FIR aiter ‘Modi ka parivar’ posters
Countering the opposition formed to take on the BJP in
Lok Sabha polls, PM Modi said on Tueday that the
ideology of INDI Alliance is family first, while Modi's
ideology is nation first. Addressing the Jan Vishwas Maha
Rally in Patna on March 3, Lalu had said PM Modi spreads
hatred in the name of religion. “These days he is talking
about dynastic politics. He doesn‘t have a family. He is not
even a Hindu. When his mother died, every Hindu, as per
tradition, shaves his beard and head. Why did Modi not
shave? He only spreads hatred in society,” Lalu said.

Lakshadweep’s 2nd naval base...

He said it was crucial to recognise the pressing need
for heightened surveillance amidst the prevailing
geopolitical developments, which underscores the
strategic significance of Lakshadweep to India.

“The Indian Ocean region is witnessing an upsurge in
maritime terror, crime, and piracy. The Indian Navy has
responded with an assertive posture in the west and
north Arabian Sea, undertaking anti-drone, anti-
missile, and anti-piracy operations to safeguard
merchant traffic in the region,” he said.

Lakshadweep Island Administrator Praful Khoda Patel,
who was the chief guest on the occasion, said that
approval for an airstrip at Minicoy is in the final stages,
and that the 24-hour operational chopper hanger at
Kavaratti will start soon. He also said land has been
allotted to set up a radar base in Lakshadweep for the Air
Force. Naval Officer-in-Charge (Lakshadweep) Captain
Lovekesh Thakur pointed out since the island is located
on traditional trade routes, it is strategically important.

He said the island is a starting point to building a
springboard for better deployment of units, Thakur
added. Naval Detachment Minicoy was set up in the
early 1980s under the operational command of the
Naval Officer-in-Charge (Lakshadweep).

Haryana, Delhi brace for...

He said on March 10, members of the Sanyukt Kisan
Morcha (non-political) and Kisan Mazdoor Morcha
would stop trains across the country including Punjab,
trains would be stopped in 22 districts of Punjab.
Traffic snarls were witnessed close to all the borders of
Delhi with Haryana and Uttar Pradesh as the security
measures and checking was increased by Delhi police
in view of the resumption of the “Delhi Chalo” march.
Over the past couple of weeks, ever since the protests
by farmers had subsided at Khanauri and Shambhu
borders between Haryana and Punjab, the vehicular
movement had also eased at Delhi’s borders with its
neighbouring states. While blocking major highways,
police had been allowing vehicles to pass through the
rest after screening. Some diversions had been created,
as at Ghazipur border, which affected the outgoing
traffic from Delhi more than the incoming traffic.
However, on Wednesday most of the stringent
restrictions were again restored and heavy barricading
resumed so that farmers were not able to bulldoze their
way in on tractors and other heavy vehicles in response
to the call from the organisers to resume the march.
Simultaneously, vigil was also heightened at the inter
state bus termini, metro stations and the railway
stations as the farmers had recently declared that they
would reach Delhi by other means than tractors.
Meanwhile, Pandher claimed 30 farmers trying to reach
Delhi by train were detained at Sawai Madhopur. He told
PTI, “Twitter handles of about 100 farmer leaders have been
blocked since last night.”
